The 2010 dues notices have been distributed or mailed.  
We want to thank those members who have already 
remitted their dues.  In an attempt to save on postage 
an effort was made to distribute the statements during 
our meeting, Christmas party and any other time that I 
could find someone to take the statement.  Now the 
time has come and the notices must be mailed. 
 
During 2009, our Supreme Council assessed Councils a 
$3.00 per member fee for the Culture of Life Program.  
The Supreme Council uses these funds to promote the 
Knights of Columbus Culture of Life from Conception to 
Natural Death Programs. The 2009 billings were mailed 
late and your Council Officers decided to absorb that 
contribution. This year the amount changed to $2.00  
per member.  The Supreme Council suggests that we 
include this amount on member billings as a “voluntary 
dues” amount.  This amount appears on each member 
statement with an (*) asterisk.   The details of the 
program are listed in the Columbia magazine.
